TOURNAMENT RULES 

 1. USBC TOURNAMENT RULES WILL PREVAIL.  YOUTH ENTRANTS ARE NOT PERMITTED TO PLAY GAME 

MACHINES WHILE BOWLING IN THE TOURNAMENT.  NO FOOD OR BEVERAGES WILL BE PERMITTED IN THE 
BOWLERS CIRCLE.  BOWLERS MUST BE READY TO TAKE THEIR TURN TO BOWL.  YOUTH BOWLERS WILL NOT 
BE PERMITTED TO USE ANY TOBACCO PRODUCTS OR CONSUME ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES WHILE IN THE 
TOURNAMENT ESTABLISHMENT. 

 2. Entry into the Suncoast USBC Youth TOURNAMENT OF CHAMPIONS is open to all current Youth league 
members of Suncoast USBC BOWLING ASSOCIATION ONLY. 

 3. This tournament will be conducted on an AVERAGE BASIS of five (5) divisions REGARDLESS OF AGE. 

 4. ALL DIVISIONS except for Division AA will be handicapped 90% of 200. DIVISION AA BOWLERS WILL BOWL 
SCRATCH. 

 5. Events will be Team Event (4 members), Doubles, Singles and All Events.  Bowlers must bowl all 3 Events to be 
automatically entered in all events division.. 

 6. Teams and Doubles may be comprised of any combination of boys and girls. 

 7. All participants will bowl three (3) games in each event.  As a point of clarification, the Doubles / Singles Events 
consist of six games bowled in one session. Bowlers entering doubles must bowl singles.  Bowlers entering singles must 
bowl doubles. SINGLES EVENT TO BE BOWLED FIRST.     

 8. Participants may enter each event more than once. The first three games bowled in each event will constitute the all 
events total. 

 9.  Entering averages will use: 

  a)  Highest Suncoast USBC 2021-2022 Winter/Summer yearbook average of 12 games or more.  

  b)  If no yearbook average bowler will use highest current Suncoast USBC 2022-2023 season average after 12 games.  

  c)  If no book averages or current average of 12 games, bowler will bowl scratch. 

 It will be the responsibility of the respective Youth Director and or league coach to furnish all average 
information to the Tournament Manager upon request. Tournament entry closing date shall be March 19, 2023. 

The ten-pin rule is not in effect for this tournament. 

10. No Refund of entry fee will be made after entry has been processed and squad times assigned.  Substitutions will 
be allowed in case of emergencies. 

11. Teams and doubles will bowl in order listed on entry form. Substitutes may be used and will bowl in the same line-up 
position. 

12 All entrants must report at least 30 minutes prior to assigned squad times. If any changes and or substitutions are to 
be made, coach, parent and or team captain must report to the Tournament Director at least one hour before scheduled 
squad time. 

13. Any bowler arriving after the squad has started will begin bowling at the frame he/she arrives.  NO SCORE WILL BE 
RECORDED FOR THE FRAMES MISSED. NO BLIND SCORES WILL BE PERMITTED. 

14. There will be boys and girls scratch divisions in the Singles and All Events.  Handicapped Singles and All Events 
will combine both boys and girls in each division. 

15. Scholarships will be given on a ratio of at least one (1) for each five (5) entries in the team, singles, and doubles 
events.  In case of a tie, duplicate awards will be given.  A SCHOLARSHIP WILL BE AWARDED TO THE WINNING BOY 
AND GIRL IN BOTH ALL EVENTS SCRATCH DIVISIONS.  A SCHOLARSHIP WILL BE AWARDED TO 1ST AND 2ND 
PLACE HANDICAPPED ALL EVENTS, BASED ON THE HANDICAPPED DIVISION. 

16. ANY PROTEST MUST BE MADE IN WRITING TO THE TOURNAMENT DIRECTOR WITHIN 24 HOURS. 

17. PROPER ATTIRE IS REQUIRED. NO HALTERS, TANK TOPS, HATS, SHORT SHORTS, OR SHORT SKIRTS 
ARE TO BE WORN.  NO BARE MIDRIFFS OR PANTS WORN BELOW THE TOP OF UNDERGARMENTS WILL BE 
ALLOWED. 

18. NO ONE WILL BE PERMITTED IN THE BOWLERS CIRCLE WITH THE EXCEPTION OF THE TOURNAMENT 
BOWLERS, SCORE KEEPERS AND TOURNAMENT OFFICIALS.  UNNECESSARY DELAYS COULD CAUSE 
BOWLER DISQUALIFICATION. 

19. Teams may bowl more than once but must change at least one member each time.  Bowlers may bowl in the doubles 
event more than once but not with the same partner.  

20. If a first or second choice is not shown on the entry form, the entry will be processed by the tournament director to the 
best interest of the tournament.  Squads of less than 10 entries may be eliminated and entries scheduled to the next 
available squad Per Tournament Director’s Discretion.
